A RESOLUTION OF THE LODI CITY COUNCIL AUTHORIZING CITY MANAGER 
TO AWARD CONTRACT FOR 2025-2027 STANDBY GENERATORS 
MAINTENANCE, REPAIR AND RENTAL CONTRACT TO LOWEST 
RESPONSIVE BIDDER AND EXECUTE CHANGE ORDERS

WHEREAS, the City of Lodi owns and operates 30 emergency standby generator sets 

that range in size between ten kilowatts (kW) to 2000 kW that are located at critical facilities where 

operation during an extended power outage is necessary to maintain public health and/or safety; 

and 

 

WHEREAS, these facilities include fire stations, water wells and Surface Water Treatment 
Plant, sanitary lift stations, White Slough Water Pollution Control Facility (WSWPCF), and the 
police station; and 

 

WHEREAS, in addition to normal maintenance and repairs, WSWPCF periodically 
requires backup power during planned service interruption to the Northern California Power 
Agency’s power plant, located adjacent to the treatment facility.  A 2,000-kW generator rental is 
necessary to meet State requirements of redundant power supply; and 

 
WHEREAS, staff recommends outsourcing the specialized preventative maintenance to 

minimize more costly repairs and/or unreliable operation utilizing an initial contract term of two 
years and would include an option to extend if mutually agreeable to the City and the contractor; 
and 
 

WHEREAS, staff recommends authorizing the City Manager to award contract for 2025-

2027 Standby Generators Maintenance, Repair, and Rental Contract to the lowest responsive 

bidder in an amount not-to-exceed $700,000 and execute change orders in an amount not-to-

exceed $70,000. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Lodi City Council does hereby authorize 

the City Manager to award contract for 2025-2027 Standby Generators Maintenance, Repair, and 

Rental Contract to the lowest responsive bidder in an amount not-to-exceed $700,000 and 

execute change orders in an amount not-to-exceed $70,000; and 

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, pursuant to Section 6.3q of the City Council Protocol 

Manual (Res. No. 2019-223), the City Attorney is hereby authorized to make minor revisions to 

the above-referenced document(s) that do not alter the compensation or term, and to make 

clerical corrections as necessary.
